On Sunday morning May 2nd,

prove to be an amazing visit to Israel with 

38 other members and friends of Temple 

Ohev Sholom. This is a trip that I have 

promised to take with our congregants for 

the past several years, and I am thrilled to 

be finally able to take a group from Ohev 

to the Holy land.

Finally we will 

have the chance to support Israel by 

actually being thereéby walking the same 

paths that our ancestors walked, by 

visiting the sites that are so important to 

the history of our people, and most 

importantly, but travelling together as a 

family to experience Israel. 

 

 

 

Our Scriptures tell us that we need to have 

a connection to God, to our community, 

and to the land. I used to think that it was 

OK to connect with the land merely by 

supporting her with good wishes and our 

financial support. Today I think otherwise. I 

truly believe it is so important for every 

Jewish person to actually experience Israel 

by travelling there and spending time 

among her people. As you read this article 

today, I am packing and getting ready to 

travel. Cantor Kunitz will be here in my 

absence to take care of you, and next 

month, I will be happy to write about my 

experiences with our group travelling to 

Israel, as well as share photos of your 

Ohev Sholom family experiencing Israel.

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CANTORIAL 
NOTES  

As I write this monthõs article, 

Spring has finally sprung!  Trees are 

flowering or leafing, tulips are 

blooming, the sun is shining, and ð the best thing ð 

NO MORE SNOW!  I hope that everyone had a lovely 

and fulfilling Pesach.  Many of you will be with Rabbi 

Kessler in Israel for the first part of this month.  May 

you have wonderful, life-changing experience! 

 

Shortly after Rabbi Kessler returns from Israel, we will 

celebrate the confirmation of our 10th graders and 

the holiday of Shavuot.  Most people do not really 

know what Shavuot is all about, even though it is ac-

tually one of the major Jewish holidays! 

 

Shavuot is one of the Shalosh Rõgalim, the òThree 

Festivals.ó  These three festivals are second only to 

Shabbat, Rosh Hashanah and Yom Kippur.  Their 

celebration is commanded in the Torah, as well as 

directions for doing so.  The other two festivals are 

Sukkot and Passover.  The three together are also 

known as the Pilgrimage Festivals ð occasions on 

which the Israelites made the pilgrimage to Jerusa-

lem to offer their sacrifices.  Another name for Sha-

vuot is the òHarvest Festival,ó so it is not surprising 

that this is when people brought their first fruits, the 

choicest bits, to sacrifice. 

 

The word ôShavuotõ means weeks.  The holiday marks 

the completion of a seven week period between 

Passover and Shavuot.  It celebrates Godõs giving the 

Torah to the Jewish people more than 3300 years 

ago.  Each year at this time we are required to hear 

the recitation of the 10 Commandments.  This is in-

cluded in the special Torah portion for Shavuot and 

will be read by one of our confirmands. 

 

Shavuot can also be translated as òoath.ó  On this 

day, God swore eternal devotion to us, and we in turn 

pledged everlasting loyalty to God.  The holiday gives 

us an opportunity to remind ourselves of that oath 

and to renew our pledge to God. 

 

Many congregations read all or part of the Book of 

Ruth on Shavuot.  Our receiving the Torah on Sinai 

and making our sacred covenant with God was the 

point in time at which we all truly became Jewish.  

Ruth was a sincere convert who embraced Judaism 

with all her heart.  This thus becomes an appropriate 

reading for Shavuot.   Secondly, the scenes of har-

vest in the Book of Ruth coincide with the timing of 

the Harvest Festival.  Additionally, Shavuot is consid-

ered to be the birthday and yartzeit of King David, 

and the Book of Ruth records his ancestry. Ruth and 

her husband Boaz were King David's great-

grandparents. 

 

Some other Shavuot customs, which we as Reform 

Jews do not necessarily observe, are staying up all 

night learning Torah on the first night of Shavuot, re-

citing the Yizkor memorial service on the second day, 

and not working on these two days. 

 

As with most Jewish holidays, there is of course spe-

cial food associated with Shavuot.  Many people tra-

ditionally eat dairy foods on Shavuot.  One source 

suggests that this is because when the Jews received 

the Torah, which included the Kosher laws, their pots 

had to be made Kosher before they could cook meat 

in them.  Another more esoteric reason is that the 

Torah is likened to nourishing milk. Also, the Hebrew 

word for milk is "chalav." When the numerical value 

of each of the letters in the word chalav are added 

together - 8, 30, 2 - the total is forty. Forty is the num-

ber of days Moses spent on Mount Sinai when receiv-

ing the Torah. 

 

Whatever the reason, who doesnõt like blintzes and 

cheesecake?  Iõm not complaining!
